Why do we use semicolon?

1. I didn’t fimish my thought and I want to add more and
more without connecting words.
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I have two sentences and I want to jom these two
sentences without connecting words, and those two
sentences are related to each other there 1s a correlation
between those two sentences, but there 1s no conjunction,
so here 1 use semicolon, for example:
-T'wenty people were mterviewed for the first study; thirty-
three for the Second.
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When do we use semicolon also?
Look at this sentence! Who can come here and punctuate

- Those present included Mr. and Mrs. Allison, their
daughters Sarah, Meghan and Sue; the smith twins; Reg and
Paul Watson; Joyce, Helen and Bill Hobson; etc.
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Why do we use here semicolon?
To separate word groups already containing commas.
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Another example:
- I bought some meat, chicken, fish and beef; some
fruits, apples, oranges and bananas; some vegetables, potato
and tomato; and some bread.
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We have four groups of words here.

We use colon with lists, but here, with semicolon 1t 1s
better to use commas.
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2. We use semicolon for adverbs (moreover, however,
therefore,...)

We put semicolon when we put the adverb between two
clauses, for example :

- It was a beautiful car; moreover, 1t was economical to
run.
Add semicolon before moreover and a comma after it.
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1) Coordinating conjunction

First, we talk about independent clause: it’s a group of
words containing at least a subject and a verb that can stand
alone as a sentence.
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Example: It was ramning heavily. (Independent clause)

Example: When 1t started raining. (Dependent clause)

The second Example can’t stand as a sentence because
the meaning 1s iIncomplete.

Now, the Coordinating conjunction 1s used to combine
two independent clauses and the resulting sentence 1s called
a complete Sentence.

The Coordinating conmjunction would therefore be
preceded by a comma.

The Coordinating conjunctions are: for, and , nor , but ,
or, yet, so (FAN BOYS) .

PS: if the Coordinating comjunction 1s not tollowed by an
independent clause, no comma follows and the sentence is
considered a simple sentence:

Example: She rushed to the airport but couldn’t get there
m time to catch her flight.

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2) Subordinating conjunction:

These are conjunctions that precede dependent clauses
and link them with independent clauses to form Complex
Sentences.
