In blending, parts from different words combine to form new words.
The difference between blending and compounding is that in blending
only certain parts of existing words are involved in the process of word
formation. For example, brunch (breakfast + lunch).
Blending is very similar to compounding but the difference is that in
blending we have only one patt of each word, so we have one word, we
took part of it and we have another word that we took one part of it; we
combine them together and make a new word.
