We are goimg to take words that share something and put
them into classes, and then we are going to give them a title
like nouns, pronouns, verbs and so on.
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What I want to say is that in English, we have 8 parts of
speech and they are:

1.Nouns $tawl
2.Pronouns slaa
3.Verbs Jladi

4. Adjectives lina

5. Adverbs «a_&/Jla
6.Prepositions s <l
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Note (1): phrasal verb= verb + preposition (together they\
have a special link and specific meaning like “carry on”)

Note (2): idiom is something similar to expression like saying

Some of these classes are very big; no one has counted
how many (nouns, verbs) we have, and some classes are very
small “limited in number.” I can tell you there are about 36-
44 pronoun. Also, some of them are closed (don’t accept
new members) and some are stull open (accept new
members).
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Now, let’s take it one by one:
Conjunctions: if I want to use a word which is well known
“linking words”.
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Determiners: derived from the verb “determine”. For

example, sometimes, vour clothes give a kind of identity

(uniform). They identify the identity of nouns.
