could, will-would, shall-should, may-might) and 2 of them come
separately (ought to, must).

How can we define modals?
We said that, verbs can be:

a) Main verbs (lexical)

b) Auxiliary verbs (Helping):
1- Primary auxiliary verbs.
2- Modals.

The modals are special kinds of auxiliary verbs; why don’t we
put them together? Primary verbs can come alone in the
sentence: “J ain a teacher,” “I do my homework.”
