Fiction: is basically literature.  

Non – fiction: people usually don‘t read for fun they just want 

knowledge and facts.

Reading and Comprehension: 

Reading comprehension is the act of understanding what a 

person is reading. It is an intentional, active, interactive process 

that occurs before, during and after a   a particular piece of 

writing. It is the process that involves decoding symbols to 

construct a meaning through a reciprocal, holistic interchange 

of ideas between the interpreter and the message. Reading 

comprehension requires the reader's active extraction and 

construction of meaning from text.

 Without comprehension, reading is nothing more than 

tracking symbols on a page with the eyes and sounding them 

out. Readers should be reading with (their) mind as opposed to 

just reading with (their) mouth. People read for many reasons 

but understanding is always a part of their purpose. Therefore, 

reading comprehension is important because without it reading 

doesn't provide the reader with any information 

Comprehension is the understanding and interpretation of what 

is read. To be able to accurately understand written material, 

readers need to be able to (1) decode what they read; (2) make 

connections between what they read and what they already 

know and (3) think deeply about what they have read.

The Three Strategies Of A Reading :  

Reading is an active process that requires critical thought 

before, during, and after engaging the text. The reading activity 

is divided into three stages based on the  

purposes of each stage, i.e. the pre-, whilst-, and post reading. 

Every stage involves specific actions, strategies, and steps to 

improve comprehension. These Strategies 

focus on active engagement with the text and help struggling 

readers do what good readers do—think all throughout the 

reading process, not just at the conclusion.

Activating Comprehension: Pre-Reading Strategies  

Pre-reading strategies are those strategies applied before a 

careful reading of the text is done, and they are essential 

because they facilitate comprehension. The strategies actively 

involve readers in the themes, concepts, and vocabulary of the 
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text before they even pick up the article, textbook passage, or 

any piece of literature. Effective pre-reading strategies also 

stimulate readers' prior knowledge about a topic; when the 

knowledge that they already have in their heads about a topic or 

a related topic is pushed to the forefront of their minds, it is 

easier to make connections between what they are learning 

from the text and what they already know, make predictions 

about what will happen next, and organize what they read into 

the mental file folders that already exist in their brains. Pre-

reading activities are activities that help readers think about 

what they know about a topic and predict what they will read or 

hear.

Constructing Comprehension: During-Reading Strategies 

During the reading process, readers should be required to 

continually practice and apply the comprehension strategies. 

This stage is normally dominated with discussions and 

monitoring understanding, stopping to summarize, skimming, 

scanning, rereading, pause and predicting, and asking questions, 

etc. Readers stop after every stanza, paragraph, section, or set 

number of pages to engage in structured dialogue about what 

they are reading, to clear up any confusion before moving on, 

and to break the habit of reading without stopping to think. 
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When a person reads a text he engages in a complex array of 

cognitive processes. She/he is simultaneously using her/his 

awareness and understanding of phonemes (individual sound 

''piece'' in language), phonics (connection between letters and 

sounds and the relationship between sounds, letters and words) 

and ability to comprehend or construct meaning from the text. 

Such practice exercises might include guessing word meanings 

by using context clues, word formation clues, or cognate 

practice; considering syntax and sentence structure by noting 

the grammatical functions of unknown words, analyzing 

reference words, and predicting text content.

Extending Comprehension: Post-Reading Strategies: 

The most obvious and widely used strategy for the after-

reading stage is to answer questions in writing. Answering such 

questions is good because it directly relates to the concepts in 

the reading and requires readers to put their understanding into 

words. This stage helps students understand texts further, 
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through critically analyzing what they have read and these are 

carried out after they have implemented successfully 

PreReading Activities and While-Reading Activities. Readers 

now know something they did not know before; they know 

some new vocabulary items, some new sentence structures, 

some new idiomatic expressions, and they have new knowledge 

about a certain topic. 

It should be noted that the activities and techniques in each 

stage will be approached and discussed in details in due course.
