The mile was first used by the Romans and defined as 1,000 paces of;
five feet, or roughly 5,000 feet. In fact, the term mile comes from the%
Latin words milia passuum, meaning a thousand paces. Technically, if
you were a Roman of short stature, your mile would be shorter than that ;
of your taller neighbor. ’ - B
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Around 1500, the mile was changed to 5,280 feet. Why? Because in
the 1500s Englishmen measured distances in 660-foot furlongs, so the
Queen made the mile 8 furlongs. The United States adopted this mile
and it remains the standard length today—unless you live in a country
that has a different definition or that measures in the metric system. In
the latter case, a kilometer is 3,280.8 feet, or approximately 5/8 of a
mile.
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The mile we have been talking about so far applies to distance on
land, sometimes referred to as land mile or statute mile. On sea or in air,
a mile is something else—precisely 1/60 of a degree of the distance
around the earth. Therefore an air mile or nautical mile is 6,076.1 feet.
The international nautical mile is equal to 1.1508 statute miles. A knot is

a measurement of speed. If a ship covers one nautical mile per hour, its
speed is one knot.
