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SRR RAQE IN MEDIEVAL EUROPE

The incidence of the absolute decline in European economic life was
heightened by shifts and dislocations in the balance of trade. In
northern Europe, Flemish predominance faded as England began to
use its wool to manufacture its own cloth, and Dutch ports were

increasingly able to capture international traffic, at the expense of the
ports of Flanders. Though Flanders was still relatively rich, its days of

preeminence in the northern European economy were over.

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Even the apparently unchallengeable position of the Italian cities
declined in the fourteenth and fifteenth centuries. The general
problems that beset trade and banking were complicated by specific
problems in the Orient, where Italy purchased the luxury goods that
were the staples of its trade with Europe. The loss of Eastern sources
was made almost complete by the conquest of the remnants of the
Byzantine Empire in the mid-fifteenth century by the Ottoman Turks.
