Aspect is the same in everyday English: This problem has
more than one aspect; look at it from a different aspect.

This 1s what we mean by aspect, but in grammar, the
translation doesn’t help us. When you have an action you
want to know the time and sometimes, you want to know
whether this action is complete or still going on, If it’s
finished, we call it perfect or perfective aspect; if it’s still going
on, we call it progressive aspect. From now on, I’'m not going
to use “continuous” but “progressive”. So, it’s not enough to
know the time and the tense of the action; we want also to
know whether the action is complete or still going on.
