* Second, they have to anticipate your understanding of what
they have been saying to you.

- Third, the act of speaking itself has one condition.

Last time, I gave you an example of when someone is
coming to you, and that someonc is up in his head and he talks
pointlessly. There is nothing wrong with what he is saying,
but you just do not get him. So, he was not actually speaking,
He was uttering some voices and there was no meaning in
them.

The condition of speaking is that I come out with a message.
As long as I gave you a message from what I am saying, then I
am a good speaker. If I fail to give you a message from what |
am saying all the time, then I am NOT a good speaker. We
talked about the idea of the audience. This is when you
shouldn't be ambiguous.

Do not be ambiguous for no reason by saying unclear things
in a context when you have to be clear. This is very important.
